	Your paper must be at least one page, double-spaced, 12pt, times new roman font. Only list team members name in the top left corner as a header. 
Paragraph 1 – Introduction
Survey - Describe which option you chose. Explain clearly the method you used to collect your data. List your general topic and your investigation questions. 
Experiment – Explain clearly the method you used to collect your data. List your general topic and your investigation question.  Include your treatment, explanatory and response variables and whether or not you used a control group. 

Paragraph 2 – Results

Describe in detail the results from your categorical and/or quantitative data. 

Was your data skewed? If so, describe in which direction it was skewed. Did you have any outliers? Discuss which measures of center and spread best described your data.  If you performed an experiment, was there a significant difference between your treatment groups? Explain. 
Paragraph 3 – Bias 

Option 1 SRS – How did the method you chose to gather your data (interview/anonymously) affect your data? Did any of the sampling errors listed below happen while you performed your survey?
Option 2 Social Media – Your survey was a voluntary response survey. How did this create bias? If all team members posted on social media, did you have any duplicate responses? If so, how did this affect your data? Did any of the sampling errors listed below happen while you performed your survey?
